Eva also worked at M&B Headwear in Richmond, VA for over 25 years until
her retirement. She made many friends at M&B and became a “Mother
Figure” to several of the young ladies who worked there. Some of them have
kept in touch with her over the past and recent years, even as recent as
December 2024. 

Eva enjoyed planting flowers in her yard and growing vegetables in the
garden. She also enjoyed sewing, shing and listening to gospel music. Most of
all, she loved spending time with her husband (whom she lovingly called
“Sug”), her children, grandchildren and other family members. 



Eva was also a very good cook. She was constantly praised for her fried
chicken and potato salad. She was also known for baking her delicious “from
scratch” pound cake. It was all cooked with LOVE.
