Education from VA State College now VA State University in 1977. She was a
proud Trojan in both high school and college, but her biggest cheers were
saved for her Dallas Cowboys which greatly annoyed her Redskins fan
brothers!

Baptist Church, Loretto, VA, Gayle was a humble and private person, who not
only talked the Christian talk, but walked the Christian walk in service at First
Baptist Loretto, Antioch Baptist, and 2nd Mt Olive as an usher, choir member,
Vacation Bible School director, Sunday school teacher. She (along with
Marcellus and her girls) generously and privately helped many underprivileged
kids in various school systems with coats, shoes, and supplies throughout the
school year and holidays.
