Joyce L. Wallace Crawley, 81, transitioned peacefully on Monday evening,
February 23, 2026, after a brief illness and hospital stay. She was surrounded
by her family and was ushered into Heaven through prayers and songs.

She was a
master seamstress, beautician, floral designer, caregiver, therapist and
extraordinary cook (it was nothing like JC’s kitchen where she cooked with
love!), and until her recent illness the pianist for New Vine Baptist Church for
35+ years. She was the founder of the Budding Angels as well as lifelong
member of The Inspirationals and The Charles City Gospel Singers.
