She was a fierce protector of her
family and loved ones. Her favorite people to hang out with were her sisters.
The local sisters in Charles City were Marian, France and Gert. Where you



saw one, you often saw the other. They were fun loving and loved to dance!
They were also mischievous in their own fun-loving way. Marian’s smile would
light up a room!

In retirement, she regularly watched soap operas, crime/detective shows, and
game shows. In her latter years, her preferred shows were westerns — which
drove her children crazy.
