She served with numerous civic organizations within the county such as the
American Red Cross, the American Cancer Society with a concentration in the
Relay for Life events. She was a member of the Charles City County Fair
Committee for many years. She especially loved being a part of the Home and
Garden Exhibits. Volunteered at Charles City County Library in different
capacities. In earlier years she was a substitute teacher in the Charles City
County School System. 

 

Every person that she encountered, she considered a friend and numerous
can consider themselves as special friends. She was a childcare provider for
several children in her family and community. If there were three community
events in a day you could count on seeing her at all three. She may have
been late, but she was there. She just enjoyed life and believed in taking
advantage of any opportunity to be around people. She loved taking pictures
and most activities were documented by her. A few of her favorite sayings
were “That is wonderful”, “It felt so good when...spoke to me”, and “It’s so
pretty”.
