Robert Denver Shackleford, Jr. was born on January 15, 1943 in West Point,

Virginia. He peacefully departed this life on May 5, 2019 surrounded by the
love of his family and in the compassionate care of the nurses and
companions at the Hospice House and Support Center of Williamsburg,
Virginia.
