Along with his wife, he owned several businesses, including the Lanexa Plaza
Texaco in Lanexa, Webb’s Steak and Pizza House in West Point, and the
West Point Restaurant. During this time, he also worked at the Middle
Peninsula Regional Security Center in Saluda, rising to the rank of Captain.

Roger was preceded in death by the love of his life and wife of 57 years,
Elizabeth; his son, Brian; his parents, Julius and Birdie; four brothers,



Raymond, "Baby", Ronald, and Earl; and one sister, Phyllis.
