Sterling, then later became a member of Parrish Hill Baptist Church. Under his
membership, Wilbert became a Deacon and served faithfully for over forty
years.

Wilbert worked for the Virginia Department of Transportation for 44 ½ years.
He always greeted everyone with a wave, and a smile, while working along
the highway.

there whenever the doors were open. Wilbert was a family man, always
making sure his family was taken care of, and never wanted for anything. He
never met a stranger and would give you the shirt off of his back. He was
preceded in death by his parents; sisters, Bernice, Margaret Jean, Joann and
Frances; and his brother, Forrest Jones.
